"The most important kind of freedom is to be what you really are. You trade in your reality for a role. You trade in your sense for an act. You give up your ability to feel, and in exchange, put on a mask. There can't be any large-scale revolution until there's a personal revolution, on an individual level. It's got to happen inside first."
-- Jim Morrison        
The quotation made by the reputed Morrison exactly applies to the principle of ‘Individual Focus Program’. Recently, I was in one Leo Club’s Annual General Meeting which had other agendas including the Secretary Report, Treasurer Report, Extension of one more unit as Alpha, new Project announcement, and the election of the new working body. The club had been able to organize more than 40 programs within 10 months of the year. The Report in this regard, presented by the Secretary, was so thorough with the exact details that the confusing part/s which could be found in many other types of reports was non-existent there. All the conducted programs were highly interesting with social values meeting exact needs. Such programs were led by one or two or three members. I am taking this example because of the thoroughness of each and every member of the Club who was either post-holder or had taken the responsibility of certain project/program. Nothing restrained them while speaking, and their explanations were like open books- full of needed information and honesty. They were also in the process of extending another Alpha Club for which they had invited the would-be members (under the legal age of majority). The would-be members, when asked to provide their self-introductions, were again very genuine in terms of expressing themselves, and making lines full of sense-of-humor. I took this as an example of the gathering of young people who were self-aware and self-inspired. All of them seemed purely motivated, and that was possible only when they were doing what they really wanted from inside. Long ago, when I was in the school, our English Teacher used to say: Dot and Dash! “They say they are clever!” We shall see! His use of these words were applicable to a situation in which one had to find out the actuality and authenticity of every situation by self since the versions made by others might have their own angles or styles and levels of understanding or ultra motives or mixed with personal agenda/ interest. For me, these lines - repeated several times within that year of my school life – reminded that the members of the above-mentioned Leo Club had personally found out the essence of joining the club, had found it interesting to be a part of it, and were able to perform excellently because they were doing what they loved to do. For such people, there was no need to put on a mask of pretense or copy or imitation. They had found out the inner of themselves. For such people, there was actually no need of the Individual Focus Program, rather their experiences and the personal revolution that each of them had already undergone in different forms and various stages at so early stage of life could be the learning features.  
In previous issue, we had concluded that many of us lacked the art of listening. That, basically, is the root cause of many of our problems and sufferings. When we don’t listen, we lose the capacity to be in present, and when we become absent from the state of ‘now’, we unnecessarily invite many ‘woes’ through comparisons, and emphasis on pessimistic feelings. There was another story retold by many presenters as per which a young person named Rajan residing in a famous city was always unhappy and often made bad comments on his own father. His complaint related with his misery was because of his bad ‘English’ - which was due to his schooling in a government school. His grudge: he would have been very fluent in the language had his father admitted him in a boarding school. Rajan had completed his masters degree after which his father had used his political clout to get a very decent job for him, his father had constructed a modern house for him within a large plot of land in the plush area, his father had arranged his marriage with the girl he loved and the marriage ceremony was too impressive, and his father constantly sought ways to make expenses for him. His father was always there, never complaining or showing any kind of unhappiness or anger towards him despite having the knowledge of his son’s hatred towards him. What more a person can want? Prestige, Good job, palace-like home, beautiful wife, social recognition, and above all father’s unconditional Love! But, no! To Rajan, not being able to speak fluent English was everything! Thus, he was spoiling the present, its charms and beauty by concentrating on that factor which was not in his reach in the present situation. A person of his present status, rather, could have found other ways to strengthen his grasp on the language! He should have been so thankful to his father for all the things that he was today and that he was entitled to today! In the last Individual Focus Series, we had gone through the story shared by Swami Sukhabodhananda. He had also shared another story of the same category as per which a person was on a voyage with his family members and friends. All of them were on this voyage for the first time due to which the excitement was great for everyone. New places, new sceneries, new tastes of foods, companionship of friends and families without any worries and daily chores! Each and every member of the group was greatly excited and fully enjoying each moment – except this person. He was constantly thinking and calculating the money being spent on the tour. He was making himself deprived of the joy others were enjoying by not being in present, but rather concentrating on those aspects which were not under his control or which were the sources of his miseries only.     
Summing up for this episode, Individual Focus Series has direct relationship with ‘trying to make the students able to live in the present or make them able to ‘listen’ so that they will understand their own respective ‘inside’ and live the life that their ‘inside’ wanted.

      The major source of energy is considered as fuel as almost the whole population is dependent on it. And we propose to leverage it with hydro energy.

Conclusion	
        Thus; by using electric appliances, we can conclude that we can get 34% price efficiency rather than using petroleum products.The surplus projected by our project is 2000 GWh (approx.) which conclude that we can supply the surplus to 90000 (approx..) electric vehicles each year. We have also taken into the account of two major limitations of the use of electric vehicles which is the high cost of the battery and the environmental issues. In consideration of the ongoing research and works on those issues by the initiatives and expertise, we have made the assumptions that both the issues will be addressed to the satisfactory level in the coming years. As per our rough assumption, around 4 to 5 percent should be the additional costs to be incurred for addressing those two issues- which still will leave a surplus converted into the efficiency level of approximately 30 percent.
